SELECTION PROCESS
Applications will be reviewed by a panel of educators and early childhood education advocates.

+ No materials or information other than the nomination form and the nominator’s statement will
be considered.

+ Only one application per individual nominee, randomly selected in the event of multiple nominations,
will be reviewed.

« If a reviewer has a personal relationship with any nominee, he or she will not make a recommendation
on that nominee.

« Each reviewer may recommend up to fifteen nominees but may recommend fewer.

« The eleven eligible nominees who receive the greatest number of recommendations from the panel of
reviewers will receive awards.
